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The aim of the study is to learn the process of
transformation of the public sphere in the con-
text of digitalization.

Methodological basis of the study is grounded
on a critical understanding of Jiirgen Haber-
mas’s classical theory of the public sphere,
which serves as the normative reference point
for the work. The author consistently reveals the
limitations of this model, as identified in philo-
sophical critiques (N. Fraser, M. Foucault), and
demonstrates how these limitations are exacer-
bated in the age of social media.

The results of the study. Digital platforms shape a
fundamentally new, hybrid public sphere, char-
acterized by the blurring of boundaries between
private and public, rational and affective. Based
on theoretical analysis and empirical data, the
author identifies the key consequences of this
transformation: deep fragmentation of pub-
lic discourse and ideological polarization, the
emergence of “echo chambers,” the ambivalent
growth of digital activism, an epistemological
crisis associated with the spread of disinforma-
tion, and a change in the status of the individual.
The conclusion is that the hybrid public sphere
