RUSSIAN IDENTITY AS A FACTOR OF NATIONAL SECURITY:
DIRECT AND INVERSE RELATIONSHIPS

In scientific and expert circles the thesis that the Western globalization project based on Anglo-Saxon
model of the market economy is on a «burning platform» becomes recently more and more dominating.
There is a growing probability that it is not just a subsequent cyclic crisis of civilized development, dozens of
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which have taken place. The question is about fundamental redesigning of modern public relations and the
world order. Apparently, the globalization project being realized, elicited its limits and deadlocks, defined
new challenges and risks. Ethic and religious, politic and military, financial and economic contradictions
continue its deepenng, saying nothing of problems of global ecology, dozens of brush-fire wars and conflicts
with numerous victims.

It would be a mistake, at any rate, to consider all this situation through the prism of chronocentric
scenarios. It is necessary, at least within the scientific knowledge, «to stop transferring the inherent
psychological automatism and mindset on a person of other eras and cultures», as the famous Russian
culture expert, professor A. Pelipenko writes in his book «Global Crisis and Fates of West» (Znanie Publ.,
2014). The peculiarity of the present historical stage is that it is not chronologically placed in our historical
epoch. Probably it is even a new «axial age». Yes, it is always typical of a human to consider his time to
be unique and one-of-a-kind, as it is time of his life. But the look on the history of the bygone 20th century
persuades that not every generation experienced the crisis of a global scale, especially since globalization
processes were completely of different scale at that time.

It is not a mere coincidence that right now crucial meaning is obtained by the topic, connected with all
aspects of identity: national, ethnic, religious, civil and their mixed forms.

Why does it happen in this way? In real social and political processes and practices there are evident
attempts to avoid chaos of global information pressing and unipolar and forceful dominance through the
revival of national culture-historical forms, traditions and values. Strengthening of nationalistic processes
in Europe, including their political level entrance, testifies a shift towards a nationwide living base that is
naturally accompanied by reinforcement of their utmost forms and manifestations. There is a spontaneous
attempt to find datum points in up-wind of modern globalization, catch hold of them, using them as a base
for a new policy and other existence. Events round Ukraine, and the following geopolitical stress, in our
point of view, are only the top of this iceberg of new problems, challenges and risks. A change-over to
multipolar world also comes laden with a number of contradictions and risks. To recognize them, to find
new procedures for work of international institutions, and at the same time to minimize utmost forms of
nationalism —this is irreversible conditions for functioning of enduring world order.

The journal constantly refers to the themes, connected with identity in general and Russian in particular.
Well, in No 2, 2014 of the journal there has been published a great material called «Russian Matrix: Myths
and Reality», that raised a serious interest in scientific and expert community. In this issue we continue the
theme. Authors, prominent sociologists and experts, consider problems of identity through the prism of
national safety of Russia that makes the stuff especially actual.

No doubt, we invite everybody to continue the discussion, as we understand perfectly well that only
through scientific feedback it is possible to find an effective political solution.

Plenary Session of Russian Scientific and Practical Conference
«Formation of the Russian Identity as a Factor
of National Security»

Abstract. The members of the conference have discussed a number of issues on the theme, such as the meaning of civic
identity in the scientific and political discourse and public conceptualization; competitiveness or complementarity of civil and
ethnic identities; the nature of identity, harmony and dissonance in the ethno-political orientations development in the regions.
And finally they consider the question, how civil identification can remove ethnic prejudices.

The dominant point of view was that a society is capable to develop its own methods of protection against the destabilizing
impact of the information. The culture and the system of its permanent social reproduction are immunogenic from such impact.
Traditional Russian values offer resistance to dangers of rupturing the integrity of spiritual and cultural space.

Speakers attempted to indicate ways of control over the identification processes of regional community in the context of
strengthening the all-Russian national identity: transition from linear to nonlinear thinking, to future-oriented thinking was
proposed to obtain ability to provide non-force effects on the identification process. The mission of the federal universities to
build and strengthen Russian identity was formulated and strongly recommended.

In search of ways to strengthen the Russian identity, participants of discussion proposed to include creative identity, which
binds individual to act socially, to look for social sense in the behavior of others.

The regional dimension of the problem posed at the conference was of particular interest. Cultural and civilizational processes
which have been going on in the region during the last century have turned the Caucasus into an open space, an arena for
various geopolitical forces to sort out their differences. Only active interaction with other cultures, especially Russian, can
counter the threat of the development of military scenario with catastrophic consequences for the historical fate of many
peoples of the Caucasus community. Integration of Eurasian territory can become a successful project, if it will be based on
intercultural dialogue and co-development. The historical experience of mutual influence of cultures of the North Caucasus,
and their historical memory has to be taken into account in order to form a socio-cultural core in the structure of social and
political identities.

It was confirmed by results of the researches which have revealed that national and patriotic orientation is significant for
political consciousness of Russians, and majority of Russians, including youth, consists of statists (supporters of strong and firm
state authority). Modern values don't force out traditional ones, and are built in them, giving a way to the new integrated hybrid
values. Therefore effective regulation has to be based on maneuvering between two of these trends, and only in this case true
civil consolidation is possible.
