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RUSSIAN HISTORY: NEW METHODS OF SOURCES STUDY

Abstract. The article considers history-oriented information systems as a research support tool on Russian history. The article
is based on materials and results of projects implemented and realized in the Laboratory of Historical and Political Information
Science (Perm University). The article analyzes the possibilities of using these resources in research on the history of territorial
self-government, parliamentary history of pre-revolutionary Russia and Perm provincial periodicals.

The history-oriented information system provides preservation fullness, optimum organization and required visualization of
historical and historiographical information; creates more opportunities for new tools, techniques and methods. It contributes
to elaboration of concrete historical and historiographical research. In conclusion, the importance of the history-oriented
information systems for the new historical knowledge mining and the development of computer source study are stated.
